Physical therapist assistants (PTAs) are licensed to work with
patients and administer physical therapy interventions
under the direction and supervision of licensed physical
therapists. The duties of PTAs include implementing the
plan of care and performing interventions using heat, cold,
electricity, ultrasound, water, massage, therapeutic
exercise, gait training, balance and coordination, and
functional activities. The program combines general educa-
tion, health core curriculum, and specific occupational
courses and clinical experience over five semesters of
continuous full-time study. In addition to half-day clinical
observations and laboratory experiences off campus,
students will attend three full-time clinical experiences: two
4-week rotations and one 7-week rotation. Students are
wholly responsible for all transportation to and from clinical
facilities and are financially responsible for their clinical
uniforms and laboratory clothing. The program is offered on
a full-time basis during daytime hours. There is no online
option. The program admits 12 - 15 students once a year,
with an application deadline of May 1st annually. Graduates
